Dear Parents, Students and Community Supporters,
Safety First:
Drop off and Pick up times continues to be a problem. Please abide by the
following request:
MORNINGS: Parents please DO NOT park in the drop off zones (yellow) or no
parking zones (red) and walk your child to class. This causes the flow of traffic to
back up and other parents have to pull in at odd angles to drop off their children.
If you wish to walk your child to class, use the spaces provided.
AFTERNOONS: There is a new red line and pole painted on the sidewalk of the
East Ave. parking lot. Duty teachers will send the children waiting for rides down
the sidewalk past the red line so that parents don't stop at the gate to pick up their
children.
All children benefit when everyone works to be safe, responsible, and respect-
ful.
The Virtues Project:
Everyone at Marigold is guided by three very important principles: To be SAFE,
RESPONSIBLE, and RESPECTFUL. In addition, the children listen intently
every Monday morning to the “Virtue of the Week”. Virtues are lifelong skills
that build character.

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Kindergarten Registration

Registration for the 2008-2009 Marigold school year will be held on
Thursday, February 7, 2007. To enter school in the fall, a child must
be five years old on or before December 2, 2008. Parents must reg-
ister their children with the school serving their residence area. Two
forms of proof of residence is required.

Parents are strongly encouraged to register on the designated dates.
Priority will be assigned based on the date of registration. The time of
day that registration occurs will not constitute a priority. All children will
be accepted, but some may have to attend a school other than the one
serving their residence area.

To register a child, proof of date of the birth is required (birth certificate,
baptismal certificate, or other legal proof) and your child’s social security
number. Parents must also present the child’'s written immunization
record from a physician, nurse, or health department. Children must be
immunized for rubella (German measles), measles, polio, diphtheria,
pertussis (whooping cough), tetanus, mumps, Hepatitus B, and chicken
pox prior to school entry. A waiver of the immunization requirement may
be obtained for religious or health reasons.

3117; and for information regarding the 2-Way Immersion Program,
contact Parkview School, 891-3114. Applications for these alternative
programs, as well as Form-10 School of Choice applications, will be
available at the time of registration.
