There are currently twenty-two teachers on stadfafull time principal.
Included in the total of twenty-two teachers ave fiertificated bilingual teachers
serving Spanish speaking students, and one L.Brffficated teacher who
provides English as a Second Language instruaioBlfD students not in a
bilingual classroom. There is one Reading Recowsagher and one Title |
Resource teacher. Including instructional aidegetaries, custodians, cooks and
teachers, the staff at Rosedale School totals Giisadrhe school has a wide ethnic
variety in its student population and many studeiitts special needs. Therefore,
you will find many special programs in place to g students' needs.

All classes contain students that have a domilaagiuage other than
English. Rosedale School has one Special Day @lads Resource Specialist
Class. Included in the faculty are a Fine Artdrinstor and a Music instructor.
In addition, Rosedale students receive specialiason from a Physical
Education/Health Specialist who services eatthiu 6" grade class.

Rosedale School houses one of the Chico Unified Way Spanish
Immersion Programs. Currently we have Immersiass#s in grades K -6. This
program provides students with the opportunitygodme bilingual and bi literate.
This means that children will be able to spealkd srad write fluently in both
Spanish and English, no matter which languagedhee to school speaking. We
try to maintain a fifty-fifty ratio between Englispeakers and Spanish speakers
throughout the grade levels so they can serve delmtor each other.

Our teachers have native like or native profigieindooth languages and
show a high level of commitment to this progranexamplified by their frequent
collaboration with curriculum and instruction. Wse the 90-10 immersion model,
which has shown a high degree of success in othgrgms throughout the state
and nation.

Students in kindergarten and first grade reced# 8f their instruction in
Spanish. In succeeding grades English instru@iorwcreased until fifth grade
when instruction is divided equally between Engéisid Spanish. Not only does
this program support our Spanish speaking Engdiainkrs but it also provides a
rigorous academic environment for all who partitépand promotes cultural and
social understanding.

Rosedale School has an extensive Title | proghatnis implemented at
two levels. Program A is leveled group readingdfd6™ grade students. Students
are organized into groups based on individual repdbilities. Instruction in the
groups is based on the needs of the studentslingeaigp and provided by
classroom teachers, support staff and trainediictginal aides. Program B
provides instructional aides in the classroom e gupplemental assistance to the
Title | students. At times they are also pulletl@ithe classroom. Rosedale
Elementary reading interventions include:

Reading Recovesgn early intervention program designed to heki §raders
learn to read. Children receive thirty minuteslaify one-on-one instruction for a
period of up to 20 weeks.

The PACE Center houses a PEN counselor, Migramt&n personnel,
school psychologist, a Primary Intervention aiggesh and language specialist,
and community-based English tutors from the unityerS he different agencies
collaborate to meet the needs of families. Fofakefew years Rosedale School
has entered into a partnership with the Parent&ducNetwork to provide small
group counseling services for students in needdaf services. Migrant Education
provides aides at the school and Mini Corp providézrial help for migrant
status students.

Rosedale also has Head Start located on site.
