All students begin to write for a variety of purposes and show continuous progress in speaking and listening skills.

•  Identify parts of book.

•  Understand left to right; top to bottom;  page sequence.

•  Explain that printed words give information.

Decoding, Word Recognition, and Vocabulary

•  Recognize and name all upper and lower-case letters.

•  Read simple one-syllable words and sight words.

•  Sort categories of words.

•  Hear, match, and reproduce rhyming words.

•  Develop awareness of the sounds of letters within words.

•  Repeat the beginning, ending, or vowel sound of a one-syllable word.

•  Understand that as letters in words change, so do the sounds.

Reading Comprehension

•  Make predictions about a story.

•  Retell familiar stories.

  
	•  Identify characters, settings and important events.

•  Know difference between fantasy and realistic stories.
	•  Write words and brief sentences legibly.

•  Write from left to right, top to bottom.

•  Write upper- and lower-case letters with correct form and space.

•  Write using letters and phonetically spelled words.

•  Spell independently, using knowledge of alphabet sounds and letter names.


	•  Speak in clear and coherent sentences.

•  Follow one- and two-step directions.

•  Recite short poems, rhymes, and songs.

•  Spend time reading - Read aloud to your child and talk


   about stories on a daily basis.


•  Go to the library and check out books.  Create a home


    library also.


•  Play alphabet games and word building games.


•  Read/say familiar nursery rhymes and songs at home.
