First Grade Mathematics Standards

By the end of first grade all students have had experiences with mathematical problem solving.  They can develop strategies to solve a variety of problems.  They look for patterns and relationships in mathematical situations.  They draw logical conclusions, justify their processes, and link conceptual and procedural understanding.

•  Counts, reads, and writes whole numbers to 100.


•	Compares and orders whole numbers to 100 (almost, equal, more than, less than).


•	Represents numbers from 1-20 using different forms (e.g., models, diagrams, pictures, equations – 4+4, 5+3, 2+2+2+2).


•	Counts and groups objects into ones and tens (e.g., 3 groups of 10 plus 4 equals 34).


•	Knows the value of coins and shows combinations of coins that equal the same value using pennies, nickels, and dimes.


•	KNOWS THE BASIC ADDITION FACTS TO 10!


•	Uses the inverse relationship between addition and subtraction to solve problems.


•	Counts by 2’s, 5’s, and 10’s to 100.


•	Demonstrates the meaning of addition and subtraction up to 200.


•	Makes reasonable estimates when comparing numbers up to 30.


•	Understands that fractions are equal sized parts with special names (1/2, 1/4,1/3).








•  Understands the meaning of +, -, and =.


•	Creates story problems that match a given number sentence.


•	Describes, extends, and explains how to get to the next element in a simple pattern using rhythm, number, color, shape, pictures.








•	Compares the length and width of two or more objects using nonstandard units of measurement.


•	Puts objects in order, sequences daily events, tells time to the nearest half-hour.


•	Identifies, describes, and compares triangles, rectangles, squares, and circles including the faces of three-dimensional objects.


•	Classifies objects according to common characteristics (e.g., position, shape, size, number of corners).


•	Describes and arranges objects in space in relation to position and direction (e.g., near, far, behind, in front of, next to).





•	Sorts objects and data by common characteristics.  Explains the rules used to sort the objects, labeling the different categories.


•	Represents, compares, and interprets information, using pictures, bar graphs, tally charts, and picture graphs.








•	Makes decisions about how to set up a problem.


•	Solves problems and justifies their reasoning.


•	Notes connections between one problem and another.

•  Visit your child’s school.


•  Set high standards for your child in math.


•  Help children see that math is very much a part of everyday life.


•  Point out that many jobs require math skills.


•  Limit television viewing time.�
